Our Baptismal Font

As you enter the Church, you pass a great, granite Baptismal Font. The water is moving, bubbling, “living” water. Perhaps you
dipped your fingers in the cool water and blessed yourself. This is appropriate.
Itis the only water font at St. Thomas More. ltis significant that the font be here,
at the entrance, because it is through Baptism that each Christian first entered
the Church.

The font is large enough so that, if parents wish, an infant may be immersed
during the Baptism ceremony. (The water can be warmed.) An adult, if he or
she wishes, may stand in the lower basin and have water poured over his or
her whole body. Embedded near the foot of the font is a bronze container which
holds three hand-blown vials containing the Holy Qils of Chrism, Catechumens
and of the Sick. They are the work of Art Reed, a prize-winning craftsman.

He then tells His
disciples that He cannot stay. He must move on to the next town and continue preaching and
healing others. “For this purpose have | come,” Jesus says.
